Google to stop redirecting Chinese site users to Hong Kong page
Internet search services provider Google, Inc. has announced plans to stop redirecting users of the Google.cn site to its Hong Kong page. Since the company's January announcement that it was not willing to censor results on Google.cn, it has been automatically redirecting everyone using Google.cn to Google.com.hk. This redirect, which offers unfiltered search in simplified Chinese, was working well for users and for Google. However, Chinese government officials have said that the redirect is unacceptable, and if Google continues redirecting users, the company's Internet Content Provider licence will not be renewed.
