Social science and humanities publishers post revenue growth despite odds: report
Media industry forecast and analysis firm Simba Information has released a report that says the market for social science and humanities publishing has managed to grow over the past year. This is in spite of challenges from disruptive technologies, an uncertain future for its traditional publishing model and a titanic global recession. According to the report, 'Social Science and Humanities Publishing 2009-2010', the sector saw a 1.6 percent growth in total sales to $2.4 billion in 2009. Poor economic conditions in the US hurt book sales and put publishers' recurring journal subscription revenue in question as library budgets tightened.

French publishers’ association making fresh objections to Google settlement
The French Publishers Association (Syndicat National de l'Edition, SNE), has endorsed about 10 pages of objections to the second draft of a settlement between Google and American publishers and authors. The objections, to be sent to Judge Denny Chin before January 28, are reportedly different from those of the first draft agreement. SNE representatives have stated that new legislation would be required to extend France's fixed book price Lang Law, 1981, to digital books. While the Competition Authority has recently said that regulating a non-existent market is uncalled for, SNE members have expressed hope that the government would expedite the issue.

US Copyright Office adopts interim regulation on online-only deposits
