Open Book Alliance formally opposes Google books settlement
The Open Book Alliance (OBA) has formally filed Amicus Curiae in opposition to the proposed settlement between the Authors Guild, Inc., Association of American Publishers, Inc. and Google, Inc. The OBA filing states that the torrent of criticism to the settlement may have produced amendments to the class definition, but it has not affected Google's conduct. It further states that the Court's procedures are ill-suited for resolution of what is now at stake in this matter - rewriting the copyright law, restructuring the publishing industry, and maintaining a competitive search market.

ALA calls on US govt. to restore funding for libraries
The American Library Association (ALA) has called on the US Congress to restore the funding lost to libraries in the President's budget proposal. President Barack Obama released his fiscal 2011 Budget Proposal to Congress, calling for a freeze to federal library funding under the Library Services and Technology Act (LSTA), the primary source of federal funding for libraries. Under the President's plan, LSTA would be level-funded at $214 million. The ALA wants Congress to support America's libraries by not only restoring the funding lost to libraries in the President's budget proposal but also by increasing the funding, which is desperately needed.
