JAMA editorial calls for reforms in medical journals publication following Avandia issue
An editorial in the Journal of the American Medical Association (JAMA) has called for scientific publications to enact stringent reforms to ensure integrity and minimise the ability of corporations to conceal scientific data. The editorial has cited troubling behaviour by drug maker GlaxoSmithKline - and scientists on its payroll - in studies that it sponsored in an attempt to downplay the risk of health problems from Avandia, a top-selling diabetes drug at the time. Among the industry-wide reforms proposed by the JAMA editorial, the authors have called for medical journals to necessitate an independent statistical analysis of all corporate-sponsored studies before publishing the articles. Further, the editorial notes that academic researchers should have full access to all clinical data.
