Federal Research Public Access Act introduced in US House of Representatives
The Federal Research Public Access Act of 2010 (FRPAA) has reportedly been introduced in the US House of Representatives by Rep. Mike Doyle and other co-sponsors. The proposed bill seeks to build on the purported success of the first US mandate for public access to the published results of publicly funded research at the National Institutes of Health (NIH). Once passed, the bill would require federal agencies with annual extramural research budgets of $100 million or more to provide the public with online access to research manuscripts stemming from funded research no later than six months after publication in a peer-reviewed journal.

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STM challenges JISC over validity of open access advocacy
The International Association of Scientific, Technical and Medical Publishers (STM), the Publishers Association (PA) and the Association of Learned and Professional Society Publishers (ALPSP) have expressed concern about the validity of open access (OA) claims made by recent advocacy deriving from the UK Joint Information Systems Committee (JISC). The report in question is based on work commissioned by JISC from Australian economist John Houghton. STM, PA and ALPSP have jointly addressed a letter to JISC Executive Secretary Dr. Malcolm Read, restating their concerns about Houghton's work and its derivatives, and the way in which this is being used as the basis for claims to UK higher education institutions.

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Public access lobbyists seeking support for passage of US bill
US Congress Representatives Doyle, Waxman, Wasserman-Schultz, Harper, Boucher and Rohrabacher recently introduced the Federal Research Public Access Act (FRPAA). The bill is expected to ensure free, timely, online access to the published results of research funded by 11 US federal agencies. All supporters of public access - universities and colleges, researchers, libraries, campus administrators, patient advocates, publishers, consumers, individuals, and others - are being asked to take steps to support the bill.
