The authors propose a psychological focus to this challenge. Abigail Sellen of Microsoft Research in Cambridge, UK, and Steve Whittaker of IBM Almaden Research Center analyse the role of cognitive processes in stimulating memory, and conclude that lifelogging design must be engineered to work in synergy with users’ memories rather than replacing human memory with digital systems.

EU-funded research examines how pressure to publish impacts research quality
New EU-funded research, published in the journal Public Library of Science ONE, shows that the ever-growing pressure to produce publishable results can adversely impact the quality of scientific research. Dr. Daniele Fanelli of the University of Edinburgh in the UK investigated over 1,300 papers from disciplines ranging from physics to sociology that declared to have tested a hypothesis. It was found that researchers report more 'positive' results for their experiments if they are based in US states where academics publish more frequently.
