Additionally, Google has won a trademark case involving AdWords, brought to court by Rosetta Stone, an educational content provider. Rosetta Stone contended that the use of its trademarks as 'keyword triggers' was an infringement of trademark, and confused its consumers. The judge granted a summary judgment that ends a case before trial - an opinion is yet to be issued.

Open letter supports US legislation to ensure free access to publicly funded research
The Alliance for Taxpayer Access (ATA) has announced that the provosts and presidents of 27 research institutions in the US have voiced their support for the Federal Research Public Access Act (FRPAA) via an open letter. The 'Open Letter to the Higher Education Community', released last week by the Harvard University Provost, is seen to signal expanded support for public access to publicly funded research among the largest research institutions in the US. The letter states that scholarly publishers, academic libraries, university leaders and scholars themselves must engage in an ongoing dialogue about the means of scholarly production and distribution. The dialogue must acknowledge both their competing interests and common goals, it points out, adding that the passage of FRPAA will catalyse that dialogue.

The US' National Institutes of Health (NIH), for the past several years, has implemented an open access policy as mandated by the Congress.
