Google apologises to Chinese authors over scanning of books

Internet search services provider Google, Inc. has reportedly apologised to Chinese authors for scanning thousands of their books without obtaining permission from them. The books were included in the controversial Google Books project. A statement by Erik Hartmann, the Asia-Pacific head of Google Books, was posted on the website of the Chinese Writers Association, one of the groups leading accusations against Google.
