According to OUP representatives, the results indicate that, when given the option, most authors are not yet choosing to publish their research articles under an OA model. The life sciences, followed by mathematics, witnessed the highest uptake of OA.

NPG counters CDL's charges of steep increase in subscription prices
Scientific publisher Nature Publishing Group (NPG) has refuted the claims of California Digital Library (CDL) that NPG has steeply increased subscription rates. Earlier this month, CDL allegedly wrote to the University of California (UC) Divisional Chairs and Members of the UC Faculty, urging a boycott of NPG journals over the pricing policy. NPG has responded that it has been publishing its academic site licence pricing for several years on its librarian gateway. Dollar list price increases have been reasonable (averaging roughly 7 percent over four years), and publicly available throughout, it argues. A 7 percent cap on annual list price increases is currently in place.
