UK's open data observed to be difficult to comprehend
In an official podcast broadcast recently, Richard Sterling, the cabinet official behind the UK government's open data initiative, has expressed concerns that users are not drawing 'sensible conclusions' from public sector data sets. He expressed concerns that after browsing the 2,500 data sets available on data.gov.uk, the public may be coming to conclusions that 'weren't quite valid.' According to him, the government has attempted to add context to data by including short contextual summaries. However, it may be necessary to provide visualisations of popular data sets, such as bar graphs, pie charts and scatter graphs, he has noted.
