IMLS Funds National Study on the Future of Librarians in the Workforce Association of Research Libraries
Press Release 7 October 2005

The Institute of Museum and Library Services (IMLS) has funded the University of North Carolina (UNC) at
Chapel Hill to lead a once-in-decades project: A National Study on the Future of Librarians in the
Workforce. ARL is one of several partners collaborating with UNC-Chapel Hill School of Information and
Library Science on the study. The two-year study will:

identify the nature of anticipated labor shortages in the library and information science field over the next
decade;

assess the number and types of library and information science jobs that will become available in the US
through retirement and new job creation;

determine the skills that will be required to fill such vacancies; and

recommend effective approaches to recruiting and retaining workers for these jobs.

Acquiring Copyright Permission to Digitize and Provide Open Access to Books Denise Troll Covey. Council
on Library and Information Resources and Digital Library Federation, 2005

A new study, Acquiring Copyright Permission to Digitize and Provide Open Access to Books, examines the
practical aspects of seeking open access to monographs whose rights are privately heldthat is, most work
published after 1923. The author, Denise Troll Covey, principal librarian for special projects at Carnegie
Mellon University (CMU), describes three efforts at CMU to make books freely available on the Internet for
public use. Her descriptions of this process and its results reveal an array of challengesfrom locating
copyright holders to defining the meaning of out of printbut also suggest strategies for success. The studies
show that obtaining legal clearances requires an enormous investment of time, money, and patience.
